Where to find us: The shoot ground is near Farnham, Surrey. SATNAV Users Grid Ref =  
LAT 51.13967 LONG –0.81270 

Directions from Farnham Railway Station: 

Leave Farnham Stn into Approach Road towards A287. Turn 
Left onto A287 (Firgrove Hill). After 3 ½ Miles take the Left 
turn signposted Frensham Great Pond (Fleet Ibex signposted 
from here). At Frensham bear Right onto Bacon Lane. Follow the 
road Right into Frensham Lane. Take the second Left into 
Smithfield Lane and the club gates are on the right after a few 
hundred yards. 

Directions from the A3: 

Leave the A3 (Portsmouth Road at Hindhead onto the A287 
(Tilford Road) and continue for 2.9 Miles. After Churt turn Left 
onto Lampard Lane (Fleet Ibex is signposted from here). Take 
the 2nd Left onto Simmondstone Lane. Continue onto Wishanger 
Lane. Bear Left onto Frensham Lane. Take the first Left into 
Smithfield Lane and the club gates are on the right after a few 
hundred yards. 

 

 
 

1. No entries will be accepted on the day of the shoot. 
2. Unsuccessful applicants will be contacted (depending on info supplied) via Phone / Email / Post, by the shoot organisers to discuss options. 
3. Please remember to take your rubbish home with you. 
4. No alcohol to be consumed during the shoot. 
5. Smoking at Fleet Ibex is only permitted outside the immediate area of the clubhouse. All other areas of the club grounds are “No Smoking” 

to protect the woodland from potential hazard. 
6. Dogs are welcome but must be kept on a lead and under control at all times. 
7. Any Junior or Cub shooting (or otherwise on Fleet Ibex grounds) MUST be accompanied by a parent, or adult shoot guardian at all times. 

The parent / guardian will be responsible for the conduct and safety of the junior / cub. 
8. DISCLAIMER 

a. Please remember archery can be a dangerous sport if due care is not taken. Our open shoots take place in woodland, over uneven 
and sometimes muddy ground. Participants take part at their own risk and have a duty of care for their own safety and property 
and that of others. The club offers no provision for safe storage and visitors to the grounds must make sure they keep their 
possessions with them, or safely secured at all times. 

b. To the full extent permitted by law, Fleet Ibex, its officers and agents exclude all liability for any personal injury (except in 
that caused by the negligence of any of the above in connection with the organisation and operation of the competition), and any 
loss, direct or indirect, expense, costs, damage however caused, including by reason of any negligence on the part of any of the 
above. 

9. Any property left at the club grounds, which remains unclaimed after (60) days, may be disposed of at the discretion of Fleet Ibex. 
10. If for any reason a persons conduct appears to the shoot organiser or any responsible agent of Fleet Ibex to be inappropriate, the club 

reserves the right to refuse entry or to remove from its grounds any person without giving reason for doing so.
